1. Overview of school opening

The Shimotakaido School is located a 1-minute walk from the West exit of Shimotakaido Station,
which is serviced by the Keio Line and the Tokyu Setagaya Line. The opening of this school enables
us to expand our commercial zone into the western part of Kitazawa in the Setagaya Ward and the
southern part of the Suginami Ward, areas where we did not have existing schools. This opening is
also expected to generate synergy with the nearby Nishi-eifuku School as well as with the Sasazuka
School and Chitose-Karasuyama School along the Keio Line and the Sangen-jaya School on the
Tokyu Setagaya Line. We will continue to promote our dominant strategy as we aim to further

expand opportunities for customer interaction.
